Are you familiar with the Progress Pride flag?

This flag was designed in 2018 by non-binary artist Daniel Quasar to celebrate the diversity within the 
LGBTQIA+ community. The black and brown stripes represent queer people of colour, while the light blue, 

pink and white stripes represent trans and non-binary people. The design is based on Gilbert Baker’s iconic 
rainbow flag from 1978, but calls for inclusion and progression for all LGBTQIA+ people and communities.
